Task 1. Define the type and subtype of order in the following extracts taken from the
performance of the Consumer Products Division of the Webfoot Corporation (1982) [Andrews
1982: 23 - 26]:

Sales in April were unusually strong, probably the result of severe weather in the Midwest that
increased demand for our storm-alert systems. We recorded sales of $37 million that month, and
inventories dropped to just under $100 million. Earnings on sales remained at their March level
of 7 percent. May sales dipped to $25 million, while earnings as a present of sales and
inventories remained at April levels. In June, earnings improved, rising to 9 percent of sales,
partly as a result of careful cost controls implemented in our Birmingham plant. Sales returned to
their April level of $37 million, and inventories increased to $110 million because of a planned
speed-up at the North Berwyn plant.

During the second quarter, sales amounted to $99 million. Earnings for the period were $7.9
million, or 8 percent of sales. Inventories increased over the period from $100 million at the
beginning of April to $110 million at the end of June. Severe weather in the Midwest contributed
to good sales early in the quarter; the cost-control system in effect in the Birmingham plant
improved productivity there, while a planned speed-up at the North Berwyn facility increased
output and added to the inventory build-up.

Sales and earnings achieved projections once again in the second quarter. Sales nearly reached
the $100 million mark. Earnings for the period were$7.9 million; margins improved substantially
over the period, moving from 7 to 9 percent, a tribute to the cost-control system introduced at the
Birmingham plant. Production is also improving significantly and according to plan at the North
Berwyn plant.
